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I.C.T 


Scratch: This unit follows up the earlier units on programming Scratch on a computer/tablet. In this unit, children write quizzes by combining questions. While specific skills in Scratch are taught, the unit aims to teach children the wider programming skills of solving problems, testing, debugging, improving and evaluating.











Geography


Somewhere to Settle: In this unit, children head back in time to find out how the towns and cities of the UK first developed. Children will learn about the needs and requirements early settlers had when choosing a place to build a home. They will look at place names around the UK to see how the Anglo-Saxons, Romans and Vikings all left their mark. Through use of digital and paper maps, children will investigate land use in different sized settlements and the ways in which settlements are linked together. At the end of the unit, children draw together all their learning about settlements to design their own new settlement!











P.E.


Sports Scene:


Year 4, 5 and 6 students will be having their PE this year with an outside sports company. All outcomes to follow. 





Science


States of Matter:


Students will learn about the differences between solids, liquids and gases, classifying objects and identifying


their properties. The children will investigate the weight of a gas and will have the chance to find the ideal temperature to melt chocolate. They will explore how water changes state, exploring melting, freezing, condensing as well as a particular focus on evaporation. Finally, they will learn about the stages of the water cycle.








Literacy (Year 5 in brackets)


Class Text: The Sheep Pig 


Learning how to write a “Rags to Riches” fictional tale using animals as our main characters, followed up by writing information texts in the form of fact files about animals.

Mathematics (Year 5 in brackets)





Week 1: place value 4-digits(numbers to 10,000/100,000/1,000,000); Order and compare.


Week 2: counting in 1000s (10,000s and 100,000s – powers of 10); 1000 more or less.


Week 3: Rounding to the nearest 10, 100 or 1000 (10,000, 100,000 and million)


Week 4: Adding 4-digit numbers, exchange/no exchange (more than 4-digit)


Week 5: Subtracting 4-digit numbers, exchange/no exchange (more than 4-digit). 


Week 6: Estimating and inverse operations. 








D&T / Art


Autumn Theme: 


Children will learn how to use pencil, colour, paint, print, collage and paper to create quality artwork which shows progression of skills. They will explore the work of Autumn scenes by Matisse and Cezanne.
